GEMINI FESTIVAL OF HUMANITY – 
WORLD INVOCATION DAY & THE 
ESOTERIC EQUATION FOR PEACE

The third Spring Festival, the Gemini 
solar festival at the full moon (timing 
mechanism), occurs this Sunday, May 31, 
2026. The Gemini Festival has many 
names – 1. Festival of Humanity; 2. 
Festival of Goodwill (calling all of 
humanity to goodwill); 3. Festival of the 
Christ (standing in for humanity as He 
faces the Lord of the World); 4. World 
Invocation Day. 

The Gemini festival, reflecting the 
many gifts of Gemini, is a complex 
festival. It’s quite like a tapestry of many 
colors, energies and forces. Gemini is like 
a colony of bees in a meadow of flowers. 
Each bee absorbing nectars, then flying 
back to the hive to share the nectar with 
worker bees, who, fanning their wings, 
turn nectar into honey. Bees were 
brought to Earth from Venus, to show 
humanity how to work cooperatively 
and with goodwill together.

Gemini, the sign and festival, is 
directed by Venus. Both call the people 
of the Earth to love one another (Ray 2) 
and to recognize the purpose and 
outcome of Goodwill. Gemini and Venus 
offer humanity an esoteric (occult) 
equation for creating peace in the world. 

“Intentions, actions and dedication to 
Goodwill create Right Human Relations 
with all the kingdoms which then 
creates Peace (ongoing, active) in the 
world”  There is no other way to peace. 

The Gemini Festival is also World 
Invocation (prayer to Divinity) Day. The 
words in the Great Invocation, the 
present World Prayer (Part 2 to the Our 
Father), summon Goodwill from the 
heart of humanity. Increasingly in need 
of Goodwill, the peoples of the world are 
facing changes greater than those that 
came forth during the Industrial 
Revolution. And the new ways (laws and 
principles) of the Aquarian era are 

emerging. Daily recitation of the Great 
Invocation helps humanity work 
together, uplift and support each other. 
Here is a small version of the original 
Great Invocation. “O Lord of Light and 
Love, Lord of the World. Come forth with 
the rule of law. May the Prince of Peace 
appear and end the warring of nations, 
countries and peoples.
